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Explore the Effect of Comprehensive and High Quality Nursing on Wound Healing and Psychological State of Burn Children

ABSTRACT: Objective To investigate the effect of comprehensive quality nursing on wound healing and psychological state
improvement in children with burns. Methods From April 2017 to April 2019, 88 burned children in our hospital were selected and
divided into two groups according to different nursing methods. Forty-five cases received comprehensive and high-quality nursing as
the experimental group and 43 cases received routine nursing as the control group. The wound healing and psychological improvement
of the two groups were compared. Results Before nursing, there was no significant difference in the scores of anxiety and depression
between the two groups, P>0.05; after nursing, the scores of anxiety and depression in the experimental group were significantly lower
than those in the control group, and the healing time of the wounds in the experimental group was significantly shorter than that in the
control group, and the nursing satisfaction was significantly higher than that in the control group, P<0.05, with statistical significance.
Conclusion Comprehensive quality nursing in the treatment of children with burns can better promote the healing of children's
wounds, improve the psychological state of children, reduce adverse reactions, and have significant nursing effects. It is worthy of

promotion and application.
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
